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Chaplain (Major) Eric Albertson received his undergraduate degree in Business Administration from West Virginia University at Morgantown in 1981.  He received his Masters Degree in Divinity from the Seminary at Mount Saint Mary's College in Maryland in 1986 and was ordained to the priesthood in 1986.

CH Albertson entered active duty in the U.S. Army through the direct commissioning program in 1993 from the Diocese of Arlington.  His first duty assignment was as the Assistant Brigade Chaplain with the Division Artillery of the 82d Airborne Division at Fort Bragg, NC.  While assigned there, he deployed in support of Peacekeeping Operations in Haiti.  Upon redeployment, he was assigned as the Battalion Chaplain for the 3/19 FA Battalion at Fort Bragg.  In 1997, CH Albertson began the first of three assignments to Korea, where he served as the Battalion Chaplain for a Forward Support Battalion in the 2d Infantry Division.  Upon his return to the United States, he was assigned as the Assistant Division Chaplain for the 2d Cavalry Division at Fort Hood, TX.  While serving at Fort Hood, his division was deployed for a year to support Peacekeeping Operations in Tuzla, Bosnia.  Shortly after his redeployment, he was assigned to Fort Meade, MD as Chaplain Priest Recruiter.  In 2003, he began his second assignment with the 2d Infantry Division, during which he deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.  After a very short return to the US, CH Albertson returned to Korea to serve as Catholic Staff Chaplain for the Yongsan Military Community, until he was assigned to his current position as the Catholic Chaplain for the Fort Belvoir Military Community.
CH Albertson's military education includes the Chaplain's Officer Basic and Career courses, Combined Arms and Service Staff School (CAS3), and the Command and General Staff College (CGSC).  He attended both basic Airborne training and the Jumpmaster course and is a graduate of the extremely challenging Ranger course.

His awards and decorations include the Bronze Star Medal, the Meritorious Service Medal with 2 Oak Leaf Clusters (OLC), the Joint Services Commendation Medal, the Army Commendation Medal with 2 OLC, Army Achievement Medal with OLC, The Joint Meritorious Unit Award, the Army Superior Service Award, the National Defense Service Medal with service star, the Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal with service star, among numerous others.  Additionally, he has earned the Ranger tab and his Senior Parachutist wings.
